At approximately 7:30 a.m. on this date, Hernando County Deputies responded to a report of a burglary in 
progress occurring at 8110 Nightwalker Road in Brooksville.  
 
 Upon arrival deputies learned from the victim that she had arrived home and discovered an unknown 
black male in her garage. As the victim was calling 911 two other black males ran out of the house and 
got into a van and headed north on Nightwalker Road.   
 
The victim’s thirteen year old son, who had been home during the burglary, was able to flee from the 
house unharmed.  
 
The three suspects are described as black males, possibly Haitian, one suspect had dreads and was 
wearing a black shirt and jean shorts; the second suspect; shaved hair style, wearing a green hoodie 
pullover and jeans, the third suspect; shaved head and jean shorts. All described as being approximately 
20- 25 years of age. Two of the subjects were armed with a handgun. They fled in a white Ford cargo van 
with a Florida tag going north on Nightwalker Road. 
 
The motive is unknown at this time but detectives are following up on leads and information they have 
gathered.
